Re: Montessori of O ahu Public Charter School

Dear Commissioners:

Thank you for the very open and candid hearing before the Applications Committee
on April 24. We write today in response to a request that we clarify certain points
raised at the hearing for the Commission’s benefit in advance of the general
meeting on May 8.

Regarding our enrollment or admissions policy, our Application set forth a process in
which certain students would have an admission preference based on any of the
following criteria: siblings of current students; children of staff; children of “founding
families”; and children with at least one full year of Montessori experience. See
Application, Appendix J. The Evaluation Team expressed concern with certain
aspects of the proposed enrollment preference. In particular, the preference for
“founding families”. While there is precedent for this preference within many other
Charter schools in Hawai i, the Working Group has carefully considered the
Commission’s feedback and omitted it from the revised policy attached. As ever,

we remain committed to our mission of providing a high-quality publicly accessible
Montessori school for all families on O ahu.

In addition, and as set forth in the Evaluation Team’s Recommendation Submittal,
the preference for children with Montessori experience caused concern, in that it
may select for children of higher income families. At the April 24 hearing, we were
asked for information demonstrating that similar preferences have been approved
in other jurisdictions. We found a number of schools that appear to have been
granted charters with similar preferences, compiled a spreadsheet containing basic
information about the schools, the preference, and the applicable state law (so far
as we have been able to



determine), and provided this to the State Public Charter School Commission staff
via email on Friday, May 2.! We have also included this as part of our written
testimony today.

We were also asked to consider whether our proposed admission policy is
consistent with State law. In addressing the Commission’s concern in this regard,
we once again reiterate that our goal is to create a public Montessori school, with
all that entails. It is not our intent to make it difficult for any interested parent to
send their child to our school. At the same time, we respectfully ask the
Commission to recognize that our goal is to create a public Montessori school. Our
experience and the experience of other practitioners with Montessori education has
demonstrated to us the difficulty of providing a high-quality Montessori classroom
when a large proportion of the students (and their families) have no prior
experience with or understanding of what is, for them, a new and perhaps unusual
pedagogy and environment.

We have considered (as we are certain the Commission has as well) the legal
framework in which the Commission must make its determinations. The section
of Chapter 302D, H.R.S., governing “Enrollment”, Section 302D-34, provides that a
start-up charter school may “give an enrollment preference to students within a
given age group or grade level and may be organized around a special emphasis,
theme, or concept as stated in the charter school's application and as approved by
the charter school's authorizer”, and may also “give any other enrollment
preference permitted by the charter school's authorizer, on an individual charter
school basis, if consistent with law.” We believe that the foregoing indicates that
the Legislature has vested significant discretion with the Commission to determine
whether a given proposed enrollment preference is permissible; and that the
Legislature has expressly recognized that a school’s “special emphasis, theme, or
concept” may, at least in limited ways, be reflected in its admission policy.

We have thought long and hard about how best to reconcile our desire for a
thriving Montessori classroom and our commitment to equally serve all children on
O ahu. Accordingly, we request that the Commission consider the revised
admission policy set forth in the attached “Revised Appendix J,” and that our
Application be deemed amended to replace the original “"Appendix J” with the
attached.

! Of course, the examples we found were approved under non-Hawaii law. It is worth noting that we found a number
of schools in California with Montessori-experience preferences. California’s statutory framework for charter
approval contains even less guidance than Hawaii’s, noting only that “other preferences may be permitted

by the chartering authority on an individual school basis and only if consistent with the law.” Cal. Ed. Code. §
47605(d)(2)(B).



The revised admission policy contains no preference for students with Montessori
experience after a three-year “start-up” period.? In the first three years of
operation as a charter school, the school will have an enrollment preference for
students with at least one year of Montessori experience within the prior three
years for all grades, not to exceed 80% of available spots. The start-up period will
be used to establish the pedagogical foundation of the school. From the school’s
fourth year on, the school will take applications from three year olds primarily,
without regard for prior Montessori experience. Students selected by the lottery
will be offered admission to both (1) the affiliated private program, for so long as
the private program is necessary as a result of the State’s failure to fund public
education for three and four year olds®, and (2) the public charter school’s
first-funded year at the appropriate year thereafter. Enrollment in the public charter
school is not contingent upon attendance at the private program - children selected
at age three are guaranteed admission to the charter school, whether or not they
attend the private program. We will, however, require all parents to attend at least
three free parent education workshops per year. We will make every reasonable
effort to schedule the workshops so that all interested families can attend at least
three workshops, and we will waive this requirement in the event of a
demonstrated hardship. If spots become available in the Elementary programs,
applications will only be accepted for entry to 1st and 4th grade, the first year of
the three-year Montessori cycle for Lower Elementary (1st-3rd) and Upper
Elementary (4th-6th).

We believe that our revised admission policy is consistent with State law. We also
believe it to be consistent with our goal of providing authentic AMI Montessori
education. We respectfully request that the Commission consider and approve the
policy, and our Application as a whole.

Attachment J. Enrollment and Admissions Policy

Montessori of O ahu Public Charter School (Mo 0O PCS) Admissions Policy

Goals
e To positively contribute to the Mo'O PCS’s mission by ensuring that the school culture
and environment are consistent from year-to-year and observe Montessori best
practices.
e To provide a framework for admission that ensures retention, strengthens families, and
provides broad access to Montessori.
e To ensure that families are cognizant and supportive of the Montessori approach to
education prior to the enrollment of their child.
e To comply with all applicable laws.
Definitions

“Charter School” means the Montessori of O'ahu Public Charter School.

“First Funded Year” means Kindergarten, until such time as the State of Hawai'i provides
funding to charter holding schools on a per pupil basis for children younger than 5. At
such time, the First Funded Year will become the age at which such funding is made
available, or 3, whichever is greater.

“Governing Board” refers to the Governing Board of the Charter School.

“DOE” refers to the Hawai'i State Department of Education.

Admissions Process

1.

A parent or legal guardian attends a free parent education session. This requirement
may be waived if it represents a true hardship for a parent or family.

A parent or legal guardian attends one classroom observation. This requirement may be
waived if it represents a true hardship for a parent or family. This requirement will be
waived for all applicants for Year 1.

The Governing Board sets admissions targets for each age at which new students are to
be accepted based on available space and staffing capacity.

A parent or legal guardian submits a written application on or before February 15. If
steps 1 and 2 have been completed, a spot at Mo O PCS may be offered if the number of
spaces does not exceed the number of applicants. If, however, the number of applicants
exceeds the number of available spots at a given entry point, the applicants will
participate in a lottery.

If needed, the lottery will be held during the first week of April to fill available spots at
Mo’ O PCS for the following school year.

Any student who is, or will be, 3 years of age or older on, or before, the cutoff date set
by the DOE for Kindergarten enrollment may enter a lottery for the First Funded Year for



which they are eligible.! Names of all timely applicants will be randomly ordered on a
list for future enrollment. This list shall carry over and may be added to during each
subsequent lottery process until such time as listed students are eligible for admission
to the First Funded Year. At that time, admissions will be offered in the order dictated
by the list. For children older than the First Funded Year, no such list shall carry over
from year-to-year.

7. For 3 and 4 year old listed students, maintenance of their position on the list is
dependent upon a parent or legal guardian attending at least 3 free parent education
sessions each year preceding the First Funded Year. This requirement may be waived if
it represents a true hardship for a parent or family.

8. If the number of available spots for a given entry point exceeds the number of
applicants, all applicants will be offered admission and applications for that entry point
will continue to be accepted on a rolling basis until May 15% or later at the discretion of
the Governing Board.

9. A parent or legal guardian accepts admission of their child to Mo'O PCS, in writing, on or
before May 31%. Those who do not accept, lose their place and must re-apply.

Entry Points
For Years 1, 2, and 3, enrollment shall be offered based on the procedures above and subject to
the preferences below to:
e Students of all grade levels from the First Funded Year through 6™ grade. Enroliment
targets shall be set annually by the Governing Board.

Following the Start-Up phase, for Year 4 and thereafter, enroliment shall be offered based on
the procedures above and subject to the preferences below to:
e Any student who is eligible for admission to the First Funded Year.
e Students entering 1%t and 4™ grades.? Enrollment targets shall be set annually by the
Governing Board.

Admissions Preferences
For Years 1, 2, and 3, the following admissions preferences shall be offered.

In Year 1, preference will be given to:

1. Children with Montessori experience of at least one full year within the last 3
years consistent with HRS Section 302D-34 (6). This preference may be used for
no more than 80% of available spots and will be offered to establish the
pedagogical foundation of the school.

2. Children of staff.

1 For example, if a student must be 5 years old by September 1, 2015 in order to enroll in kindergarten for the
2015-2016 school year, then any child who is 3 on, or before, September 1, 2015 may enter the lottery.

2 An exception may be made for the children of staff who may be allowed to enter at any point from the First
Funded Year to 6" grade upon the hiring of said staff.



For Years 2 and 3, the following ordered preferences shall apply:

1. All returning students consistent with HRS Section 302D-34 (5).

2. Siblings of any returning students consistent with HRS Section 302D-34 (5).

3. Children with Montessori experience of at least one full year within the last 3
years consistent with HRS Section 302D-34 (6). This preference may be used for
no more than 80% of available spots and will be offered to establish the
pedagogical foundation of the school.

4. Children of staff.

Following the Start-Up phase, in Year 4 and thereafter, Mo O PCS shall only give admissions
preference to:
1. All returning students consistent with HRS Section 302D-34 (5).

2. Siblings of any returning students consistent with HRS Section 302D-34 (5).
3. Children of staff.
